VETERAN OF THE YEAR 
For all dogs over 7 years of age on the day of the event (i.e. born before 
10th April 2003) who have won 1st or 2nd prize in any class at a 
Championship Show or a Breed Club Open Show at any time in his/her 
career.  This may include CC and Reserve CC winners. 
 
BERNESE OF THE YEAR 
(challenge for the Bobby James Memorial Trophy) 
 
To be eligible for entry a dog must at any stage in his/her show career: 

• Have won a Challenge Certificate or Reserve Challenge Certificate 
under The Kennel Club rules, or 

• Have been awarded a 5-point or higher green star at a show held 
under Irish Kennel Club rules, or 

• Have won Best in Show at a Breed Club Open Show 
 

The qualifying date for all competitions is up to, and including, 28th 
February 2010. 
 
Trophies will be awarded to the winners of each of the competitions.
